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2010 RINGS IN A NEW SANCTUARY PIANO AND NEW LANDSCAPING  

On Tuesday, December 29, a large moving truck rolled into Central’s parking lot.  Two men then began to move a new 
grand piano into the sanctuary. The purchase of the piano was approved unanimously by the Session at the December 
21st stated meeting.  The vote came after several months of discussions concerning an acquisition.    

Director of Music Ministries, David 
Fleuriet, explained that after a piano 
committee had been formed last sum-
mer, various options were considered.  
“At first we were looking at a longer 
time frame, perhaps in 2010 or 2011, 
but then representatives from the Stein-
way Piano Company presented us a very 
attractive, time-sensitive proposal.”  The 
new church piano, in a rich, classic black 
finish is actually a used piano.  The Bos-
ton model piano was used this year in a 
conservatory.  “Basically, the company 
needed to sell the pianos which were 
loaned out for education by the end of 
the year.”  David continued, “One area 
that the committee was charged with 
was to investigate various fund raising
