Where Are the Shepherds 
Now? is by J. Paul Williams and James Mi-
chael Stevens.  “Where are the wise men?  
Where are the angels now?  Where are the 
broken?  Where are the faithful?  Where are 
the twelve He chose?”  The anthem points 
out that Jesus was there when others 
needed him; but when “hanging on a cross 
of shame . . “, who was there for him?  We’ll 
close this service with Charlotte Lee and 
Douglas Wagner’s And All The World Was 
Silent.  The text tells us that “all the world 
was silent when Christ came forth to die.”  
Both of these anthems will be accompanied 
by an oboe soloist. 
 

Easter Sunday brings us the celebration of 
Jesus’ resurrection and Cindy Berry’s power-
ful Crown Him King!  Berry’s contemporary 
music is wrapped around one stanza of the 
traditional Crown Him With Many Crowns.  
What an outstanding song of celebration for 
this powerful worship service. In what has 
become our annual tradition, we will end our 
Easter Sunday service with everyone singing 
Hallelujah from Handel’s Messiah. 
 

Our Annual Youth Service will be April 11.  
The junior high handbells will also ring  
during this service.   
 

On April 18 will bring us Louis Harris’ Jesus, 
My Lord, My God, My All.  The words talk 
about how Jesus hears our prayers, touches 
our lives, and the joy we feel knowing that 
Christ is with us.
